Upholding scientific integrity remains the cornerstone of the journal’s
editorial policy. All submissions undergo rigorous evaluation to ensure
originality and ethical compliance, while persistent challenges such as
plagiarism, data fabrication, and the inappropriate use of analytical and
technological tools are rigorously addressed, challenges that continue to
confront academic journals worldwide.

Within the evolving research environment, Artificial Intelligence (Al) has
emerged as a transformative force in knowledge production. While academic
institutions worldwide increasingly promote the integration of Al in teaching,
research, and public service, The Teacher’s Forum approaches this

development with cautious optimism. The concern lies not in Al as a
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technological innovation, but in the ethical ambiguities surrounding its use,
particularly the risk of misuse or uncritical reliance by researchers who may
lack adequate training or awareness of its limitations.

Al-driven tools can undoubtedly support scholarly work by facilitating
plagiarism detection, linguistic analysis, hypothesis generation, and data
interpretation. Nevertheless, such tools are not infallible. A substantial portion
of scholarly production; particularly theses, dissertations, and non-digitized
works, remains beyond the reach of automated systems, thereby limiting the
reliability of algorithm-based evaluations. Instances have been observed in
which citation metrics or originality reports generated by software fail to
accurately represent the true intellectual contribution of a manuscript. This
reality underscores the indispensable role of human judgment: the expert
evaluation of peer reviewers remains irreplaceable, especially in the
Humanities, where expressive language, rhetorical nuance, and authorial
voice are central to scholarly originality.

Furthermore, Al should not be considered a neutral technology. Its
development and application are influenced by institutional, economic, and
geopolitical interests. Without proper governance, Al may be leveraged to
distort knowledge, marginalize alternative epistemologies, or compromise
academic freedom. Consequently, it must be regarded as a double-edged tool;
powerful in its potential yet requiring responsible and ethically informed
oversight.

In this context, it is imperative for researchers to uphold the highest
standards of scientific ethics, including truthfulness, intellectual integrity,
methodological transparency, and respect for the work of others. Scientific

misconduct, whether in the form of plagiarism, data manipulation, or the
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unacknowledged appropriation of ideas, remains fundamentally incompatible
with credible scholarship.

When guided by clear ethical principles, Al can serve as a valuable ally
in academic research. In the Humanities, it offers opportunities for identifying
emerging research trends, analyzing extensive textual corpora, refining
argumentation, enhancing linguistic precision, and streamlining editorial and
publication processes. Leading universities in the Global North have already
integrated Al literacy into graduate programs, implemented specialized
training initiatives, invested in digital infrastructure, and promoted ethically
grounded Al-assisted research. Such measures are no longer optional; they are
essential to sustaining a competitive and forward-looking academic
environment.

Accordingly, Algeria’s supervisory authorities, particularly the Ministry
of Higher Education and Scientific Research, are encouraged to accelerate the
development of a comprehensive national framework for the ethical, secure,
and context-sensitive use of Al in academia. This framework should include
robust data protection policies, investment in local expertise, and strategic
collaboration among universities, research laboratories, and public
institutions. Beyond technological advancement, its objective must be to
ensure that Algeria’s scholarly traditions, cultural identity, and civilizational
values remain central in an increasingly digital research landscape.

The advancement of scholarly knowledge depends on the ability to
embrace innovation without compromising academic integrity. The
contributions featured in this issue exemplify this balance, providing readers

with material to engage with critically, ethically, and creatively.
